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« Urban Farms — Existing Urban Farm and Proposed Farmer’s Market

« Neighborhood Activity Center - Activity, Learning & Training Center

Pro-Vision will utilize strategic partnerships and industry relationships to plan, finance and build higher qualicy
housing for individuals and families living in the Sunny Community while utilizing best practices and on a sus-

tainable operation integrated with program and outreach services.
