[ am pleased to support the Houston Police Department’s (HPD) application for community project funding
of the Fulton Corridor Revitalization Project. The project boundaries include the 1800 to 8400 blocks of
Fulton, extending several blocks east and west, and supports major thoroughfares, shopping centers, homes,
apartments, and other businesses.

With the grant funding, HPD will supplement normal patrol operation with the deployment of our dif-
ferential response teams (DRT) to the area.
