FISCAL YEAR 2022

ACTIVITY REPORT
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In Fiscal Year 2022, 28 new projects were initiated. Work continued on 25 ongoing
projects from previous fiscal years, for a total of 53 active projects. 25 active projects
were completed in FY21 and 27 are still ongoing. 1 project was closed due to insufficient
funds to complete the scope of work authorized but was reopened with an updated
scope and newly authorized funds.

Civic Art projects in FY22 included work on 18 active projects for new artwork commissions
and 2 for portable artworks acquisitions, 4 of which were completed within the fiscal
year and 16 of which are still ongoing. 8 of the ongoing projects for new artwork were
initiated in previous fiscal years and 12 were initiated in FY22.

26 conservation projects were active in FY22, 19 of which were completed within the
fiscal year and 6 of which are still ongoing. Of all conservation projects active in FY22,
11 were initiated in previous fiscal years and 15 in FY22.

7 collection management projects were active in FY22, 2 of which were completed
within the fiscal year and 5 of which are still ongoing. 2 of the 7 active projects were
initiated in FY22.

The total amount of funds authorized for projects active in FY22 was $13,193,881.84,
an increase from the $7,346,401.31 authorized via active projects in FY21, though 24 of
current projects active were initiated in previous fiscal years. Projects initiated in
FY21 authorized funds in the amount of $6,292,444.28.

For projects taking place during FY22, Civic Art funds in the amount of $2,825,697.94
were paid in fees for artists and conservators for work on new art acquisitions and

conservation projects through Houston Arts Alliance (HAA).

Project management for delivery of these projects was carried out under contract by
HAA, to whom $522,514.58 was paid for administrative services.

In total, during FY22, Civic Art funds in the amount of $3,348,212.52 for project costs
and fees was expended by the City of Houston for active Civic Art Program projects.

FY22 saw 7 projects active for collection management and other services. 2 of these
projects were initiated in FY24, while 5 were ongoing from previous fiscal years. Combined, a
total of $198,841.65 of Civic Art funds has been authorized for these projects, $24,690.00 of
which was authorized in FY22.
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In FY22, MOCA worked to provide support for the Gulfton Safe Streets Project
(pictured above), a Bloomberg Philanthropies Asphalt Art Initiative project developed
through partnership between the City of Houston’s Houston Public Works Department and
Gulfton community stakeholders with My Connect Community, and Houston’s
Southwest Management District.

The Gulfton Safe Streets project is a design intervention which integrates art into

the crosswalks and pedestrian spaces at High Star Road and Westward Street at
Hillcroft Street, the Gulfton community's main street corridor.
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TRAFFIC SIGNAL CONTROL
CABINET PROGRAM & MINI MURALS
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The Traffic Signal Control Cabinet (TSCC) Art Program is an initiative to bring
more public art to neighborhoods in the City of Houston. The program is overseen by
the MOCA and the City of Houston Department of Public Works and Engineering
(PWE). The TSCC murals executed through project management by UP Art Studio,
a contacting partner, are known as “Mini-Murals."

To date, more than 360 Mini Murals have been completed in the Greater Houston
Area. 40 Mini Murals were completed in FY21, 4 of which were funded by the
City of Houston. In the same fiscal year, 9 Mini Murals were sponsored by
Management Districts in Houston and 9 by Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone
(TIRZ) organizations.
